Thus the LORD saved Hezekiah 
and the inhabitants of Jerusalem 
from the hand of Sennacherib the 
king of Assyria, and from the hand 
of all other, and guided them on 

every side.

And Solomon stood before the 

altar of the LORD in the presence 

of all the congregation of Israel, 

and spread forth his hands 

toward heaven: 



And he said, LORD God of Israel,

keepest covenant and mercy with thy 
servants that walk before thee with 

all their heart: 



Who hast kept with thy servant 

David my father that thou 

promisedst him: thou spakest also 

with thy mouth, and hast fulfilled 

it with thine hand, as it is this day.  



What prayer and supplication 
soever be made by any man, or by 

all thy people Israel, which shall 
know every man the plague of his 
own heart, and spread forth his 

hands toward this house: 



Then hear thou in heaven thy 
dwelling place, and forgive, and do, 
and give to every man according to 

his ways, whose heart thou knowest; 
(for thou, even thou only, knowest 

the hearts of all the children of men;) 



And it was so, that when Solomon had 
made an end of praying all this prayer 

and supplication unto the LORD, he arose 
from before the altar of the LORD, from 

kneeling on his knees with his hands 
spread up to heaven.  



And he stood, and blessed all 

the congregation of Israel 

with a loud voice, saying,

and spread forth his hands: 



Now when Solomon had made an 
end of praying, the fire came 

down from heaven, and 
consumed the burnt offering and 
the sacrifices; and the glory of the 

LORD filled the house.  



And the priests could not enter 

into the house of the LORD, 

because the glory of the LORD 

had filled the LORD's house.  



And when all the children of Israel saw how 
the fire came down, and the glory of the LORD 
upon the house, they bowed themselves with 
their faces to the ground upon the pavement, 

and worshipped, and praised the LORD, 
saying, For he is good; for his mercy endureth 

for ever.  



Then the king and all the 

people offered sacrifices 

before the LORD.  



And king Solomon offered a 
sacrifice of twenty and two 

thousand oxen, and an hundred 
and twenty thousand sheep: so 

the king and all the people 
dedicated the house of God.  



And the priests waited on their offices: the 
Levites also with instruments of musick of the 

LORD, which David the king had made to 
praise the LORD, because his mercy endureth 

for ever, when David praised by their 
ministry; and the priests sounded trumpets 

before them, and all Israel stood.  



Moreover Solomon hallowed the middle of 
the court that was before the house of the 
LORD: for there he offered burnt offerings, 

and the fat of the peace offerings, because the 
brasen altar which Solomon had made was 
not able to receive the burnt offerings, and 

the meat offerings, and the fat.  



Also at the same time Solomon 
kept the feast seven days, and all 

Israel with him, a very great 
congregation, from the entering 
in of Hamath unto the river of 

Egypt.  



And in the eighth day they 

made a solemn assembly: for 

they kept the dedication of the 

altar seven days, and the feast 

seven days.  



And on the three and twentieth day of 
the seventh month he sent the people 

away into their tents, glad and merry in 
heart for the goodness that the LORD had 
shewed unto David, and to Solomon, and 

to Israel his people.  



Thus Solomon finished the house 
of the LORD, and the king's house: 
and all that came into Solomon's 
heart to make in the house of the 
LORD, and in his own house, he 

prosperously effected.  



And the LORD appeared to 

Solomon by night, and said unto 

him, I have heard thy prayer, and 

have chosen this place to myself 

for an house of sacrifice.  



If I shut up heaven that there 

be no rain, or if I command the 

locusts to devour the land, or if 

I send pestilence among my 

people; 



If my people, which are called by my 
name, shall humble themselves, and 

pray, and seek my face, and turn 
from their wicked ways; then will I 
hear from heaven, and will forgive 
their sin, and will heal their land.

And it came to pass, when the 

priests were come out of the holy 

place: (for all the priests that 

were present were sanctified, and 

did not then wait by course: 



Also the Levites which were the singers, all of 
them of Asaph, of Heman, of Jeduthun, with 

their sons and their brethren, being arrayed in 
white linen, having cymbals and psalteries 

and harps, stood at the east end of the altar, 
and with them an hundred and twenty priests 

sounding with trumpets:) 



It came even to pass, as the trumpeters and singers 
were as one, to make one sound to be heard in 
praising and thanking the LORD; and when they 

lifted up their voice with the trumpets and cymbals 
and instruments of musick, and praised the LORD, 
saying, For he is good; for his mercy endureth for 
ever: that then the house was filled with a cloud, 

even the house of the LORD; 



So that the priests could not 

stand to minister by reason of 

the cloud: for the glory of the 

LORD had filled the house of 

God.  



United prayer

Go, gather together all the Jews that are

And when the day of 

Pentecost was fully come, 

they were all with one 

accord in one place.  



And suddenly there came a 

sound from heaven as of a 

rushing mighty wind, and it 

filled all the house where they 

were sitting.  



And they, continuing daily with 

one accord in the temple, and 

breaking bread from house to 

house, did eat their meat with 

gladness and singleness of heart, 



Praising God, and having 

favour with all the people. And 

the Lord added to the church 

daily such as should be saved.
